How to flnd US Oxford is about 50 miles (80 kms) northwest of London and has

excellent road, coach and national rail links.

By bus/coach: The Oxford Tube and the Oxford Espress provide regular bus service

to and from Victoria Station and Marble Arch, London, every 20 minutes. The best stop for
transfers to our Bed and Breakfast is Gloucester Green. You can then go by taxi see below, or
by bus via St Aldates Street (opposite the Post Office), catch the no 35; 35A or 35B
destination Abingdon. Our bus stop in Kennington is Bagley Wood Road. We are 2 minutes
walk from the bus stop — cross the road; turn right then left into Bagley Wood Road; after

about 200m turn right onto a footpath; we are immediately on the left.

By train: there are regular services from London and countrywide. See National Rail

Enquiries for a timetable. Taxis (cost approx £12) are readily available. The direct bus service
to us can be found on St Aldates Street which is a 15 minute walk from the train station, or
catch any bus to Queen Street (very regular); St Aldates Street is just around the corner

opposite the Post Office. Follow direction given above from St Aldates.

From alrports: If travelling from Heathrow or Gatwick, use Airline Bus, which operate

a direct frequent service twenty-four hours a day, for information telephone +44 (0)1865
785400. London Stansted and Luton airports are linked to Oxford by National Express 757
coach service, running every two hours for information telephone +44 (0)8705 747777).
Coaches stop along the High street at intervals and end at Gloucester Green Coach Station.
The direct bus service to us can be found on St Aldates Street which is a 10 minute walk from
the coach station. Alternatively, a number of companies, including Oxicars and CCB cars, offer

pre-bookable airport transfers.

By taxl: Taxis can be found at Gloucester Green Coach Station, Oxford Railway Station,

and St Giles' in the city centre, the cost to our Bed and Breakfast is approximately £12.00. Try

By Car: From the North: Head south on the M40/A34, signposted Oxford /

Newbury. Continue straight forward at the Pear tree and Botley interchanges (i.e. do leave the
dual carriageway). At the third interchange known as Hinksey Hill interchange branch left
(signposted Ring Road, London). At roundabout take the 1st exit onto the A423. Take the next
left turn onto Abingdon Road (about 100m) signposted Kennington. Take the next right onto
Kennington Road (about 200m). As you enter Kennington at the mini-roundabout turn right

onto Upper Road. At the end of Upper Road there is a ‘cul de sac’. You have arrived at our Bed

and Breakfast. Straight ahead is our drive.  From the South / Southwest / West:

(M4/A34): Head north on the A34, signposted Oxford / The Midlands. At the Hinksey Hill

Interchange (1st Interchange after Abingdon) branch left (signposted Ring Road, Oxford
A4144). At roundabout take 3rd exit onto the A423. As you enter Kennington at the mini-

roundabout turn right onto Upper Road. At the end of Upper Road there is a ‘cul de sac’. You

have arrived at our Bed and Breakfast. Straight ahead is our drive. ~ From the East /

Southeast / London: Leave the M40 at junction 8, joining the A40 signposted Oxford,

Cheltenham. Keep straight forward until you arrive at the Headington roundabout; take the
1st exit onto the A4142 signposted Ring Road, Cowley. Remain on the Ring Road for the next
2 roundabouts. At the 3rd roundabout (Kennington) take the 1st exit onto the A423
signposted Ring Road, The Midlands. Turn left after 150m signposted Kennington. At junction
turn left onto Kennington Road. As you enter Kennington at the mini-roundabout turn right
onto Upper Road. At the end of Upper Road there is a ‘cul de sac’. You have arrived at our Bed

and Breakfast. Straight ahead is our drive.
